The UBA IARU 100 Points Award is available for working the special event stations ON100l,
ON100A, ON100R, ON100U, OO100l, OO100A, OO100R, OO100U, OP100l, OP100A, OP100R, OP100U,
0Q100l, OQ100A, OQ100R, ©OQ100U, OR100l, OR100A, OR100R, OR100U, OS100l, OS100A, OS100R,
0OS100U, OT100l, OT100A, OT100R, OT100U, OQOIARU and OROIARU in different band/mode slots.

AU HF/VHF/UHF bands may be used, including contacts via the QO-100 satellite. However, contacts via
terrestrial repeaters or QSOs relayed via the internet (D-STAR reflectors, DMR talkgroups, Echolink, etc.)
do not count towards the awards.

UBA IARU 100 - STATIONS AWARD

The UBA IARU 100 Stations Award is available for working different special event stations ON100I,
ON100A, ON100R, ON100U, OO100l, OO100A, OO100R, OO100U, OP100l, OP100A, OP100R, OP100U,
0Q100l, OQ100A, OQ100R, OQ100U, OR100l, OR100A, OR100R, OR100U, OS100I, OS100A, OS100R,
0S100U, OT100l, OT100A, OT100R, OT100U, OQOIARU and OROIARU. Every callsign counts once,
regardless of bands or modes. All HF/VHF/UHF bands may be used, including contacts via the QO-100
satellite. However, contacts via terrestrial repeaters or QSOs relayed via the internet (D-STAR reflectors,
DMR talkgroups, Echolink, etc.) do not count towards the awards.

UBA IARU 100 - TRIPLE PLAY

The UBA IARU 100 Stations Award is available for working OQOIARU and OROIARU. Both stations have to
be worked on three different bands and in three different modes (CW, Phone & DIGI).

e Examples:
o OQOIARU worked on 60m FT8, 40m CW, 17m SSB + OROIARU on 80m RTTY, 15m CW,
12m SSB (each station on 3 bands and 3 modes)
o OQOIARU worked on 2m FM, QO-100 SSB, 160m CW + OROIARU on 20m CW, 20m SSB,
6m FT8, 10m CW (each station on 3 bands and 3 modes)
o OQOIARU worked on 70cm SSB, 80m SSB, 40m SSB, 80m CW, 40m FT8 + OROIARU on
160m FT8, 160m CW, 40m SSB, 60m FT8 (each station on 3 bands and 3 modes)

AlLHF/VHF/UHF bands may be used, including contacts via the QO-100 satellite. However, contacts via
terrestrial repeaters or QSOs relayed via the internet (D-STAR reflectors, DMR talkgroups, Echolink, etc.)
